(Change of Use of Land to Provide Extension to Bootsales Held up to 43 Days Per Annum under Consent 04/00885/FUL) –


The Rettendon Parish Council strongly object to the application based on:
1         
The overbearing scale of the boot sales have an adverse impact upon the quality of life of residents in the locality. The general noise, exhaust fumes and the burning of rubbish after each event is not what the residents of Rettendon expect, or should have to live with, in the interests of commercialism.
2          
The Saturday and Sunday logjam of traffic effects the old A130 in both a northerly and southerly direction of traffic flow and including the roads/lanes connecting to it.  Badly effected are Meadow Road,  Hoe Lane, Church Chase and any resident living on or with an entrance/exit onto Main Road. 

Sunday worshippers attempting to gain access to Church Chase and to All Saints Church, Rettendon have to run the gauntlet of irate boot fair visitors.
3 
The proposals fail to recognise the need for some form of proper Essex Highways designed traffic management, to allow a reasonably free flow of traffic north & south along the old A130 as well as allowing a proper managed access to / exit from the boot sale sites. 

Cars are to be seen exiting all entrances and exits in an unmanaged way at the end of the events.
4           
Workhouse Lane is unusable as it is blocked on the weekends.
5          
The amount of traffic queuing on either side of the old A130 down to Whitehouse Farm must be a hazard to all of the emergency services.
6
The residents of Rettendon have over the last few years fought long and hard to obtain a better route for all traffic visiting Hyde Hall. ( Previously all traffic travelled through the Rettendon Village and up through East Hanningfield Road). 

This has been achieved with the help of Essex Highways, Chelmsford Borough Council and Essex County Council.
7            
Rettendon Village is again inundated with traffic generated by the applicants clients, that brings discomfort and disadvantage to the population and to their once quiet, peaceful environment - was recorded.
