Meeting with County councillor Mr N Hume on 9 May 2010, followed by 20 May a three months request to Review the Woodham Road - 20 August Consultants to report - 19 September holding notes and the Government spending review may affect all former decisions/conclusions.

However as mostly all parish councillors are laymen when it comes to the physical judgement of any streetlight glare, Rettendon PC suggest the following:
An independent Streetlighting engineer be engaged to observe the light in dispute and come to a professional conclusion based on the complaint of glare.
Questions to the Engineer

1              Is there excessive glare
2              If there is excessive glare, how is it remedied.
 
If the professional finds that there is excessive glare then the Rettendon PC will correct and will pay the bill.
                      If his conclusion is that there is not excessive glare, then Rawreth PC will pay his bill.

The Parish Council decision of February 2010 (Minute 205 09/10) The Lower Bell Field quote: 

a land drain be installed within the bottom end of the Lower Bell Field for the benefit of drainage of the lower bell field only and at the approximate cost to the Parish Council of  £1,000-00 unquote - was rendered obsolete by observation, during a later flooding situation, that the majority of the flood water entering the field was from the overflow of water along the westerly drainage ditch. The flood water not being able to exit through Southern Counties property to the Main Drain.
