109 11/12 Specific Matters Arising from the Minutes of 3rd October 2011 re: The Bell Fields.
i
The Chairman presented a written report of the ‘fact finding’ committee (Councillors: Mr R Fallows, Mrs P Prebble and Mrs K Clark) meeting of 4th October 2011 with Southern Counties Roofing (Mr R Lowe and Mrs J Crossley), 

Mr R Hosegood, (Planning, CBC) and Ward Councillors: Mr R Ride and Mr L Millane.
ii
After a full discussion on the report, it was agreed (as advised by three land drainage specialists) that a Swale will help with the surface drainage of the lower Bell Field.

 
Three Swale estimates have been requested by Councillor Mrs K Clark. 

A verbal estimate @ £4,500 and written quotation @ £1,800 are received.

The Parish Council accepted the quotation from Miles Drainage Ltd @ £1,800-00 inc vat. 


Copies of the two other quotes to be received in due course.

It was stated that Mr Lowe has produced all documents requested by Mr R Hosegood.

Two proposals were placed before councillors.


i
Councillor Mr R Hart stated that the Bell Fields have existed for centuries without problem and the addition of 
the proposed ‘Swale’ will lead to a softened landscape. 

ii
Councillor Mr R Hart proposed: that the PC install a new 
fence along the old fence on the existing southern 
boundary (beside Mr Lowe’s conifers) and if Mr Lowe removes his conifers then the Parish Council will plant a 
new row of leylandii, six feet apart and inside our new fence.


On a show of hands the proposal was defeated

Resolved:

A Swale to be excavated on the Lower Bell Field adjacent to our Southern Boundary and to the 


specification as quoted by Miles Drainage Ltd of 29th September 2011, with spoil heaped to the southern 

boundary at a cost of £1,800 inc vat.

An application for a grant to cover costs to be forwarded by the Clerk.



Proposed by Councillor Mr R Fallows, seconded by Mrs P Prebble and agreed by the majority.

The Clerk will write to Southern Counties and copy to all interested parties the following:

The Rettendon Parish Council will issue instruction at is own cost for the installation of a Swale running parallel


to the southern boundary of the Lower Bell Field.


ii
Rettendon Parish Council urge Southern Counties Roofing to prior agree to withdraw their application to the 
Chelmsford Borough Council planning department for the removal of the conifer screen.


iii
A joint evaluation of the success of the Swale to be carried out by the Rettendon Parish Council in company 
with Southern Counties Roofing, one year from the date of completion of the Swale.

All further matters arising from the above to be dealt with via the Clerk Mr B Summerfield at the address 
above.
